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GuiDE TO THE ACTION

Herd Work

Entry is walking slowly into a large group of cattle. Four other mounted
helpers are present to contain the herd. This is the beginning phase of the
herd work, called “the cut”.

Entry should calmly separate a number of cattle from the herd without
unsettling the rest of the group, then gradually allow all but one to “peel
off" and return to the herd. Horse should keep his head low and go about
his work quietly. Entry is dodging back and forth in front of a single steer,
keeping it from returning to the herd of cattle. This is the main action of
the herd work, where most of the points will be won or lost.

Horse shouid seem to be working on its own, on a loose rein. Fluid, cat- |
like movements that anticipate where the steer will furn next are desirable.
Rider should avoid excessive spurring or reining of horse. Steer should
not be able to get around horse and back to the herd until the entry "quits”
that steer and goes to select another (2-3 steers will be worked in the 2
1/2 minute time period).

Rein Work

In the beginning of the rein work, the entry is alone in the arena, galloping in large and small circles. During this phase,
the horse should guide with little or no resistance, his movement balanced and rhythmic. There should be a noticeable
change in speed from the large, fast circles to the small, slow ones. Flying
lead changes (a horse “leads” with his inside legs when traveling in a
circle) should be clean, smooth and quiet.

The entry then moves into the second portion of the rein work, called

i the “run-downs™ which include the entry running down the middie of the
arena and coming to a skding stop. The horse should travel straight
and fast, without undue variations in speed. The sliding stop should be
smooth and straight, with the horse’s topline rounded from head to tail.

4 The horse's head should not be flung up. nor his mouth gaping open. The
nder’s use of the reins to stop horse should be subtle.

The final phase of the rein work, called the “spins” contain 360° turns
first in one direction and then in the other. During this final phase, the
horse should spin smoothly, keeping his head and body relatively low to
the ground. One of the hind feet should remain planted: this is known as
the “pivot” foot.

Cow Work

Entry is alone with a single steer and is attempting to keep the steer confined at one end of the arena. This is the first
phase of the cow work, called "boxing”. Horse should be alert and attuned to every movement of the steer; should appear
almost to be working on its own. Steer should remain “boxed” unti entry l
obviously allows it to escape down the long side of the arena at the begin-
ning of the fence run phase.

The middle phase of the cow work called the “fence runs,” includes an
entry driving a single steer up and down the long side of the arena next to
the fence, heading it off and forcing it to turn when a change of direction is
desired. It is the most exciting part of this phase of the competition. Entry
should appear to control the movement of the steer, rather than simply
galloping in pursuit of it. Entry should make at least one clean turn on the
fence in each direction. Ideally horse “holds™ steer on the fence during the
turn, keeping it from running to the center of the arena.

During the final phase of the cow work, the entry is driving a single steer
in circles in the center of arena. This is called “circling up.” Entry should
work quickly and efficiently to drive the steer in a full circle one way, and
then a full circle the other way. Steer should not escape to another part of
the arena. Horse should not knock the steer off its feet.
